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Dear Parents and Carers,

This year, we will be celebrating World Book Day on Thursday 6" March. To mark this special day, we will be
inviting all children to come to school in non-uniform/ fancy dress and take part in a ‘vocabulary parade’.

Children can wear any fancy dress or non-uniform but must decide on which word (likely a noun or adjective)
they are aiming to represent and display this as part of their costume/clothing.
